DETAILS:
Tomah Police responded to a complaint from KLEIN that KEY had come to his apartment and pounded on the door while yelling.  KLEIN and KEY live in adjoining apartments and KLEIN was the complainant in a domestic violence incident during which KEY was arrested in December 2009.   


Police contacted KEY and determined that he was intoxicated in violation of bond conditions from the domestic violence arrest.  KEY stated that he had knocked on KLEIN’S door to apologize for disturbing him during the domestic violence incident.  KEY further stated that KLEIN answered the door and pointed a rifle at him.   A sober witness was present and confirmed KEY’S statement.


Tomah Police evacuated KEY’S apartment and established a perimeter around the residence with assistance of the Monroe County Sheriff’s Department and Wisconsin State Patrol.  Tomah Police communicated with KLEIN via telephone and he agreed to exit the apartment.  KLEIN was also intoxicated and denied the allegations, stating that he did not own a firearm.  


Tomah Police obtained a search warrant for KLEIN’S apartment and seized a .22 caliber bolt action rifle.  


KLEIN and KEY were both booked at the Monroe County Jail.
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
