DETAILS:
On the evening of May 16, 2010 the Tomah Police Department was notified of a Domestic Violence Incident that occurred earlier in the day at a residence in the 500 block of N. Glendale Ave.  Investigating officers determined that the suspect was Christopher Lizotte and that there was probable cause to arrest Lizotte for Disorderly Conduct and Battery, both offenses domestic abuse related.  Additionally, officers determined that Lizotte had a warrant for his arrest from La Crosse County for contempt of court.


At approximately 10:00 PM officers from the Tomah Police Department went to Lizotte’s residence to arrest him for the above listed charges.  Upon approaching the residence officers observed Lizotte watching them from an upstairs window.  Lizotte retreated into the residence and refused to answer attempts to communicate with him via landline and cellular telephone.  


An officer stationed on a perimeter position near the garage at Lizotte’s residence observed a strange light inside the garage and heard noise from inside the garage.  Officers eventually forced entry to the garage and observed Lizotte hiding on some plywood above the garage rafters.  Lizotte continued to refuse to communicate with officers and did not respond to attempts to communicate with him via a police vehicle public address system.  


Eventually officers used chemical agents (pepper spray) to force Lizotte from his hiding place.  Lizotte was decontaminated and then booked at the Monroe County Jail.


Tomah Department of Public Works personnel assisted by placing traffic control barricades on N. Glendale Ave., which was closed for approximately 1.5 hours between Arthur St. and North St.  Tomah Area Ambulance Service and Tomah Fire Department personnel were also on standby for this situation.
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
