Details:
 As a passerby was alerting the Monroe County Communications Center of a fire at the Dairy Queen located at 218 E. Clifton St. a City of Tomah police officer on patrol also witnessed the fire.  Further investigation led to the discovery that an unattached storage building that contained business supplies for Dairy Queen was engulfed by flames.
