Tomah Police Department personnel conducted a traffic

stop on a vehicle driven    by Mark W. Page near his 
residence.  During that traffic stop a police K-9 alerted to 
the odor of controlled substance(s) in the vehicle.  
Additionally, Page appeared to be under the influence of 
some drug.  Page was placed under arrest and 
subsequently escaped from custody.  Page fled to his 
residence and due to Page’s agitated mental state and 
information that Page had brandished a firearm in the 
past police personnel on-scene established a perimeter 
and requested additional resources.

The Monroe County Combined Tactical Unit was 

activated and responded to the scene.  Numerous 
attempts to contact Page including using PA system and 
throwing a telephone into the residence were 
unsuccessful.  Eventually chemical agents were fired into 
the apartment prior to officers entering the apartment.  

Page was not located in the apartment.  Further 

investigation revealed the Page likely fled out a fire 

escape at the rear of the apartment shortly after running 

into the apartment.  
Follow up investigation revealed that Page maybe 

attempting to flee to the La Crosse, WI area.
