Details:
Tomah Police Department responded to a complaint of an intoxicated subject with a firearm at the Super 8 motel.  Upon arrival officers contacted the subject in the hallway of the motel and the subject then fled into his room.  

Tomah Police Department personnel established a perimeter and requested assistance from the Wisconsin State Patrol and Monroe County Sheriff’s Department.  The Monroe County Combined Tactical Unit, a multi-jurisdictional SWAT team staffed by members of the Monroe County Sheriff’s Department, Tomah Police Department and Sparta Police Department, also responded.  

Fifteen rooms of the motel were evacuated and numerous attempts to establish communication with the subject were unsuccessful.  Eventually chemical agents were delivered into the room.  The subject, KENNETH ROARK, immediately exited the room and was taken into custody.  

ROARK was booked at the Monroe County Jail for several offenses related to this incident.  

Tomah Police Department was assisted at the scene by personnel from Wisconsin State Patrol, Monroe County Sheriff’s Department, Sparta Police Department, Tomah Area Ambulance Service and Tomah Fire Department.  
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
