Details:                  On March 24, 2012 the Tomah Police responded to a report of a shooting that occurred on the city walking trail south of Parkview Dr.  Upon arrival officers located the victim, Holden Mayberry, on the walking trail near the dam.   Mayberry stated that he had been walking on the trail near the railroad bridge when two unknown male subjects confronted him.  Mayberry advised that one of the subjects shot him.  Mayberry had sustained an injury, consistent to a gunshot, in the upper shoulder area.  Mayberry was transported to Tomah Memorial Hospital where he was treated and later transferred to a La Crosse Hospital with non-life threatening injuries.  
Since the time of the incident the Tomah Police Department has investigated this case, conducting several interviews with the victim, Holden Mayberry, along with other subjects who have been identified during the interview process.
While conducting the interviews it was discovered that Holden Mayberry was not shot by an unknown subject, rather the shooting was the result of a self inflicted gunshot wound.  During subsequent interviews with Mayberry he has admitted that he shot himself in an attempt to acquire pain medications from medical facilities.
While investigating the shooting incident it was determined that the weapon Mayberry used to shoot himself with, along with two other weapons, was stolen during a burglary reported to the Tomah Police Department on March 23, 2012.  Information was obtained which indicated that Holden Mayberry and Michael Newcomb committed this burglary.  After the burglary was committed Ryan Coole was given one of the stolen weapons from the burglary.  Mayberry, Coole and Newcomb provided false information to officers about their activities during the night of the shooting and about their activities involving the burglary.   
As a result of this investigation, information was discovered that Holden Mayberry, along with Michael Newcomb and Ryan Coole, have been involved in numerous burglaries to businesses and houses, entry to and thefts from vehicles, and the theft and operation of 3 stolen vehicles.    These incidents occurred in the City of Tomah, City of Sparta, Village of Kendall, and rural Monroe County.  
The weapon used by Holden Mayberry when he reportedly shot himself has not been recovered.  The other two weapons, along with some property stolen during the burglaries and thefts, have been recovered.  

In cooperation with the other Law Enforcement agencies involved, multiple charges of burglary, theft of movable property, and theft of motor vehicles will be referred to the Monroe County District Attorney’s office against Mayberry, Newcomb, and Coole.
