Charges - Possession of Marijuana
Details:

On December 24, 2014 the Tomah Police Department assisted the Monroe County Joint Investigative Task Force in making an arrest on a subject who was traveling to Tomah to  deliver 3 grams of heroin to a confidential informant in the City of Tomah.  
The Monroe County Joint Investigative Task Force is a multi-jurisdictional unit comprised of an Investigator from the Tomah Police Department, the Sparta Police Department and the Monroe County Sheriff's Office.  The mission of the Monroe County Joint Investigative Task Force is to investigate high profile crimes, drug related crimes that have county wide implications, and/or other crimes where a dedicated group of investigators may increase the probability of solving a serious crime.
On December 24, 2014 at approximately 2:27 a.m. the officers involved observed the sale of heroin take place.  After the delivery took place the suspect vehicle was allowed to leave the area while being observed by officers.  Shortly thereafter officers conducted a traffic stop on the vehicle as it was leaving the Tomah area on Interstate 94.  While making the traffic stop the occupants of the vehicle attempted to throw money out the window of the vehicle.  The money, $500.00, was later recovered and determined to be the money that was used to purchase the heroin. 

The driver of the vehicle, Sedale Lacey-Robinson, was identified as the suspect who sold the heroin  to the confidential informant.   Lacey-Robinson was arrested for Manufacture/Delivery of Heroin and the Possession of a Narcotic Drug/Heroin.
It was determined that a passenger of the vehicle, Kari Bull, was hiding a baggy of marijuana  within a body cavity.  Once back at the police department Kari Bull  turned over the marijuana to officers.  Bull was arrested for the Possession of Marijuana.

Lacey-Robinson and Bull were transported to the Monroe County Jail.

Agencies which assisted in this investigation include the Tomah Police Department,  Monroe County Sheriff's Office,  and the Wisconsin State Patrol.
